Basic Editions of Assessment Studio allow the automated assessment of all data in XML-format. 

Alternatively saved documents (e.g. Office documents), are converted conveniently and automatically 

prior to a check, by Assessment Studio ï thus with several documents, a cross-document review is 

established. 

MISRA CHECK 4 ASCET Editions of Assessment Studio allow the automated assessment of ASCET 

models against the MISRA guideline. A MISRA Example guideline is provided for this purpose. This 

edition allows managing offline artifacts and contains the Ascet Online Artefact. The edition is an 

Assessor edition, i.e. it does not allow creation, management and development of guidelines.  

Professional Editions of Assessment Studio allow a tighter integration with your developing-tools 

through inclusion of a tool-adapter, in order e.g. to integrate tool-specific features or script-languages 

during the rule-check. With that, an especially useful feature is the linking of a check-report with the 

tool, in order to quickly detect defects within the document, to mark them or to synchronize the check-

report with the document in regards to consistency (Traceability). Several tool-adapters allow the 

cross-document assessment, e.g. document vs. document or document vs. database. 

The Enterprise Version (Server) ensures that structured data in their entire circle of existence ï 

starting from development of tests, all the way to archiving ï is being edited consistently and correctly, 

in the context of centrally-filed application-data. The server is able to check numerous heterogeneous 

data time-triggered and is especially suited for the analysis implementation within the enterprise. 

Furthermore, the Enterprise Edition allows a graphic evaluation and enhanced analyzing-functions of 

measurement data (check-comparisons, time-progresses, error propagation-analysis) for a later 

Assessment or Audit. By that, preventive measures are established (requirements from higher SpiCE-

levels), that are based on measurement-data, calculations as well as the implementation of historical 

check-data.

2.3 Instructions for installation 

Assessment Studio comes with an installation program (setup.exe ). 

For the version with installation program, you require the necessary Windows®-user rights for the 

installation of the software. Begin the installation by starting setup.exe .

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2.3.1 Microsoft® Primary Interoperability Assemblies/Internet Explorer® 6 

For the purpose of Assessment Studio interoperating with Microsoft® Excel und Microsoft® Word 

documents, you require the Microsoft® Primary Interoperability Assemblies. After the installation of 

Assessment Studio, those will be installed (see following notification).

Further, the installation routine checks whether Microsoft® Internet Explorer® 6 or higher is installed 

on your computer. If not, those components will be installed. 
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2.3.2 WIBU CodeMeter 

Assessment Studio is licensed with a USB-dongle by WIBU. In the course of that, please install the 

CodeMeter Runtime-Kit, which you are able to download from                                                   

http://www.wibu.com/de/anwendersoftware.html . You can find hints on potential problems with the 

WIBU-licensing in chapter 3.2. 

2.3.3 .NET-Installation 

.NET-framework is a free available software-platform for Windows®-PCs, developed by Microsoft®. It 

contains a run-time environment, a collection of class-libraries (API) intended for programmers, and 

affiliated service programs (services). The platform is currently available for different Windows®-

versions. 

Assessment Studio requires an installation of Microsoft® .NET Framework 3.5. The installation file can 

be downloaded at http://www.microsoft.com/downloads. 

2.3.4 Training Check Catalogue 

The included training samples can be installed with the setup program. Via Default, you find the 

samples in the subdirectory workspace in your installation-directory for Assessment Studio. Please 

note the advice in regards to the workspace / working directory (chapter 3.8), in case you want to 

duplicate or move the samples. In chapter 3.7, the first steps with Assessment Studio and the sample 

data are described in detail.

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2.4 Instructions for deinstallation 

For deinstallation, you require the necessary Windows® user rights for removing the software. 

Remove the software via Control panel > Software (when using WindowsÈ VistaÊ via Control 

panel > Programs and Functions) or directly with the installations program (setup.exe ).

If the installation directory of Assessment Studio contains files, which were not generated by 

the installer, the installation directory will not be removed automatically. In this case, the 

directory must be deleted manually. 
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3 Basics of Assessment Studio 

In this chapter, the basic functions of Assessment Studio are described. 

3.1 Starting Assessment Studio 

After installing the software, Assessment Studio can be started by double-clicking the file 

AssStdLauncher.exe.  Alternatively, you can also start Assessment Studio by double-clicking the 

icon in the explorer, by clicking the icon on the quick launch toolbar or in start menu/programs. 

Subsequently, the main screen of Assessment Studio (figure 16) is displayed and you can now start 

with your work. Please note that only one session of Assessment Studio can be run at a time. 

For a direct start from other tools such as MATLAB, ASCET and Enterprise Architect, please read the 

respective section regarding the tool-adapter, e.g. section 6.2.2 for the MATLAB-adapter, section 6.3.2 

for the ASCET-adapter and for EA (Enterprise Architect)-adapter section 6.4.3.

In order to work with Assessment Studio, you should begin with the general program configuration 

(see chapter 3.8). 
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3.2 Alerts of WIBU-license-dongle/license-server 

For working with Assessment Studio, different kinds of licenses are provided, that make sure that you 

have acquired Assessment Studio properly: 

¶ time-limited license 

¶ user-limited license 

¶ simultaneous user limited license etc. 

When starting Assessment Studio, the kind of license that is used and the time of its validity are 

checked. In case the license is defective, exceeded or expired, different alerts can indicate, why 

Assessment Studio cannot be started. In the following example you see such an alert (just for example 

ï the texts in the upper right may vary, depending on what kind of license error is present):

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3.6 User interface 

The user interface is subdivided into the menu- and toolbar-menu-section in the upper part of the 

application and in the window-section below. The window-section divides into sections (left and right), 

which are able to take up dockable views. 

3.6.1 Menus 

All toolbar-menus, which are used for the implementation of check-catalogues, are also available to 

the developer of guidelines and check-catalogues. Additionally, further main menus and context 

menus are available, which are described in the following sections.

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3.6.2 Main Window 

The main window of Assessment Studio is divided into two sections (after the first start and after 

resetting displays). In the upper left part, the catalogue-screen with the guidelines and guideline-

groups is shown as a hierarchic tree (see figure42). Additionally, the check result-screen is 

positioned in the upper left corner of the application.

The artefact-screen at the bottom left provides you with the option of structuring and organizing the 

artifacts (figure43). In the course of this, the structuring of the artefacts is not bound to the type of 

artefact (online, offline, resource, archives), but can be designed arbitrarily. By that, a domain-

specific structure of the artefacts can be built. You can find more detailed information on the types of 

artefacts in the chapters 4.2 and 5.3. Additionally to the types of artefacts, transformations can be set 

up for offline-artefacts. Transformations are described more detailed in chapter 5.5. Artefacts can also 

be assigned to so-called artefact-groups. Artefact-groups can perform a different check-behavior, 

depending on the configuration. More details can be found in chapter 5.4.

On the upper right side you find the following displays: 

Overview shows overview-information for the currently selected guidelines. The overview-information 

can be defined per guideline (see chapter 5.1). For this purpose, HTML-files (in .html or .mht-format) 

are integrated.

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Report shows the check result of the currently selected guideline or guideline-group after running a 

check (figure 45).

In the center right is the Expression Editor-screen. This screen is capable of including several 

expression-editors (shown as tabs), which show the guideline-implementation for each guideline, 

library or transformation. The name of the implementation-file is shown in the respective tab of the 

editor (figure 46).

The lower section of the right side contains a monitor-screen and an alert-screen. The monitor-

screen shows protocol-outputs of the different actions of Assessment Studio. The alert-screen shows 

occurring warnings and errors (filtered by errors and warnings).

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3.7 3.7 First steps in Assessment Studio 

You can get used to Assessment Studio by loading the included samples and try first guideline-checks 

with those. In the standard setting they are located in the directory 

<AD>\ AssessmentStudio \ workspace , where the directory <AD> may differ depending on what 

operating system is installed on the computer. For Windows®-XP, e.g. it is C: \ documents  and 

settings \ All Users \ Documents \ .   

For Windows ® 7, e.g. it is: C: \ Users \ Public \ Documents \ .  Of course you have the option of 

choosing or changing the destination directory for the samples during the installation. Please note that 

for guideline checks you need writing rights for the respective workspace. 

 

In the subdirectory TrainingCatalog  you can find samples for the check of artefacts, which are 

supported by Assessment Studio. There are six catalogue-files in the directory 

TrainingCatalog \ catalogue , which you can load via the main menu Open Catalogue. The 

catalogue AssessmentStudioTraining Catalog.asxc  contains the guidelines for all artefacts, 

whereas the other catalogues collect the guidelines for specific 

artefacts.AssessmentStudioMatlabxamples.asxc  for instance, consists of the sample-

guidelines for MAAB-guidelines (MATLAB/Simulink). Please note that for this purpose, the respective 

adapter for MATLAB/Simulink, ASCET or Enterprise Architect must be licensed. 
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3.8 Working directory 

All files for working with Assessment Studio are organized in so-called workspaces (folder-directories) 

on your computer. For each check catalogue, a working space is created with the following directory 

structure (folder):

1 artefact  contains all imported artefact-files in XML-format 

1 catalogue  contains one or several check catalogue-files with the file-extension.as xc . 

1 guideline  contains all files, which define and implement guidelines. For each                                 

guideline, a subdirectory with the same name as the ID of the 1 guideline                                  

(unique labeling) is created. Another guideline-file with the same name,                                  

which has the file-extension.asg ., is also created. Furthermore, an                                  

HTML-file for a guideline-specification can be found in the                                 

subdirectory. 

1 library  is reserved for saving library-files with the file-extension .lq  or - xlst . 

1 report  is reserved for saving report-files with the file-extension.as xr  exported check-reports, 

e.g. in PDF-format may be dropped here.. 

1 resources  contains static data, lists or constants, that can be integrated as                                  

resources for the guidelines. 

This structure of workspaces is automatically created when creating check-catalogues with 

Assessment Studio and should not be changed manually. Manual changes of the workspace and 

changes of Assessment Studio-files with the file-extension .asxc, .asg   or . asxr  can lead to 

check-catalogues that are no longer usable in this workspace.  

3.9 Settings 

Click the main menu Settings > Preferences..., in order to open the dialogue for the program settings 

(see figure 50). Via Settings > Environment Variable Settings..., you get to the environment-

settings-dialogue (see figure 56). Here, the environment directories, defined by the system and the 

application, can be retrieved, and user-specific directories can be created.

Assessment Studio. Furthermore, the directory for online-artefacts can be defined.

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3.9.1.3 User profile 

In the Assessor-version, Assessment Studio is pre-configured for the user profile Assessor and is not 

changeable. In the Developer-version, the user profile can be switched between Developer and 

Assessor and the other way around. You are able to make the adjustment of the user profile by 

changings in the tab for profile preferences.

3.9.2 Environment Variable settings 

In the dialogue Settings and Environment, the environment directories, which were defined by the 

system and the application, and their respective key words, are shown. In the tab User-defined 

settings, the user is able to define his own directories.

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4 Implementation of check catalogues 

In the Assessor-version, Assessment Studio is pre-configured for the user profile Assessor and is not 

changeable. In the Developer-version, the user-profile can be switched between Developer and 

Checker, either via the toolbar menu or with the menu bar Settings Ą Preferencesé Ą User 

profile... . The assessorôs user interface is optimized for the implementation of check catalogues. For 

the interaction with check catalogues, several menu icons are available in the tool bar, which are 

explained in the following chapter. 
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4.1 Loading and saving a check catalogue 

For loading a check catalogue, please use the tool bar-menu Open. The file of a check catalogue 

has the file extension .asxc.  After loading, the check catalogue appears in a tree structure in the left 

side of the main window of Assessment Studio.

For saving the currently loaded catalogue, use the tool bar-menu  Save. Please note, that the 

essential contents of the check catalogue cannot be changed by the assessor. The selection and 

deselection of the guidelines or groups can be saved in the check catalogue (via clicking the checkbox 

in the check catalogue tree). 
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4.2 Loading and selecting the artefacts to be tested 

The artefacts to be tested are divided into offline-artefacts, online-artefacts, artefact-resources and 

archive. Please note that the configuration of the artefact-tree including the naming of single artefacts 

identically to the check catalogue tree, cannot be changed by the assessor, since those artefacts are 

directly referenced by the guidelines. By clicking the checkbox in the artefact-tree, the configured 

artefacts can be loaded and unloaded. 

 

The selected artefact can be displayed with the context menu-entries show artefact as XML-tree, 

show artefact as XML-text and show original artefact as XML-text. Original artefacts are those, 

which are available prior to an implementation of an artefact-transformation of the transformation as a 

source. The other two entries show the result of a transformation, or the source itself, when no 

transformation is set up, respectively. A different form of display (collapsing XML-tree or XML-tree with 

syntax-highlighting) can be chosen, depending on whether show artefact as XML-tree or show 

artefact as XML-text, was selected. 

4.2.1 Offline-Artefacts 

Offline-artefacts are artefacts in XML-form, which were either converted directly from the respective 

tools like Excel and ASCET or from Assessment Studio. The assessment of offline-artefacts is 

independent from the availability of the original tools, and thus is called offline. 

4.2.2 Online-Artefacts 

Online-artefacts are all available tool-specific adapters, e.g. for MATLAB/Simulink, ASCET or 

Enterprise Architect. By clicking the respective tool-adapter on the checkbox of the artefact-tree, the 

tool-adapter is activated for the assessment. In case of an incorrect selection of the tool-adapter for an 

online-assessment, a notification is displayed in the output-screen, accordingly (figure 58). This alert is 

also displayed, if the respective tool is active, but has not loaded any active content, as e.g. a 

Simulink- or ASCET-model for assessment. The configuration of online-artefacts is described in more 

detail in chapter 5.3.2. You can find more information about the special features of the respective tool-

adapter in chapter 6.

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4.2.3 Artefact-resources 

External files, lists or constants for the guideline can be loaded via artefact-resources. Those data is 

available, either for online- or offline-artefacts. The configuration and usage of artefact-resources is 

described in more detail in chapter 5.3.3. 
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4.3 Check-configuration 

For artefacts, the check-configuration can be accessed via the context-menu set check-

configuration in the artefact-screen. A possible transformation can be configured for offline-artefacts. 

You can find more details in chapter 5.5. Furthermore, it can be set, whether the referenced document 

in the artefact shall be updated automatically, prior to an assessment. For that, the checkbox Update 

data prior to an assessment can be activated (see figure115). 

Online-artefacts require a specific configuration. Accordingly, the configuration-dialogue for online-

artefacts appears in a different way. You can find more details on this in chapter 6. 
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4.4 Guideline check 

The tool bar-menu Check is used in order to start the assessment of selected artefacts, e.g. a 

MATLAB/Simulink-model. 

 

In order to reset the check-results of individual guideline-checks or group-checks, please make use of 

the function Clean check-results in the tool bar-menu of the main window. 

 

The respective guidelines can be selected or deselected (by clicking the X box). The menu items      

Check and Clean check-results refer to the respective selected guidelines or guideline-groups 

in the check-catalogue-tree. If a guideline is selected, only this guideline will be assessed or reset. 

However, if a guideline-group is selected, all selected guidelines of that group will be assessed. In 

order to reset the check-results of all guidelines of one group, select this group and subsequently click 

Clean check-results.  
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4.5 Displaying check-results 

Switch to the check-report- or check-result-screens, in order to show the respective results or 

statistics after an assessment. 

 

The check-report either shows the result of a single guideline-check (figure 61) or a summary of 

several guideline-checks (figure64), depending on the selection (selection of a single guideline or 

selection of a guideline-group in the check-catalogue-tree). In order to configure the display of the 

check-result, please make use of the function in the tool bar-menu in the check-report-screen             

Adjust check-report. 

 

The check-report displayed, can be printed out for filing. For that, please use the print function in the 

tool bar-menu for an instant print or Print Preview for a preview of the print-results (figure 59). With 

the function Zoom, the highlighted illustrations (graphics, diagrams and image data, in which 

errors were detected) can be enlarged, in order to see details and localize errors better. With the drop-

down box , you are able to choose between two layout-options ñpresentation layoutò 

and ñprinter layoutò.
